They have
told us that DOXO does not al-
ways forward the payments to the
utility in a timely manner; some-
times it takes months, and in a
few cases, they were never sent
the payment at all. Many custom-
ers have had their services dis-
connected while under the im-
pression that they had paid their
bill. We would strongly recom-
mend avoiding this company.
